NRASSC CAMP & TRAINING DIRECTORS - Staffing Requirements & Guidelines  
The LBRA Instructor Team has a vested interest in continuously improving the quality of our courses and adhering to the standards set forth by the governing bodies for these presentations.  We are also interested in improving the enjoyment and satisfaction that our instructors and course staff achieve by participating in these worthwhile programs.  In the past, we have had few instructors and staff from which to draw, so the same folks were requested to be in attendance for the entire course- every course.  We are now fortunate to have a significant cadre of qualified instructors and course staff, including guest instructors, from which to draw.

All NRASSC Camp Directors and all course directors should adhere to the following requirements & guidelines  when formulating staff and instructor assignments for their particular program. 
1.  According the NRA rules, the NRASSC Camp Director MUST be present during the entire event.

2.  All certification courses- NRA, DNR, MPTC, BSA etc must have a Chief Instructor present during the entire event.  This Chief Instructor may also be the NRASSC Camp Director or the Course Director for this particular course.  The Chief Instructor MUST be certified/ qualified in the course & discipline that they are teaching.

3.  The NRASSC Camp Director or the Course Director may request guest instructors (who are not certified) to teach a specific area of expertise under their direction.

4.  The NRASSC Camp Director or the Course Director should solicit manning for their courses from the LBRA Instructor listing provided.  The instructor assignments should be made with such an efficient scheduling so that ALL instructors are not required to be in attendance for the entire course.  

5.  A proper level of manning HOWEVER should be maintained during the entire course so as to support the Camp/Course leadership and maintain a safe and disciplined teaching/learning environment.  This support includes course set-up and clean-up.
6.  All Shooting Range activities should be conducted under the direction of a qualified NRA Range Safety Officer (preferably a CRSO if one is available).  These activities require NO LESS than 2 qualified NRA Range Safety Officers to attend the firing line.  When novice shooters, or unknown experience-based shooters are present, the firing line shooters should be provided one-on-one instruction.  As an example, the NRA Basic Pistol Course range practical requires a minimum of 2 qualified NRA Range Safety Officers to attend the firing line and 1 qualified instructor or RSO for every shooter on the firing line. 
The aforementioned guidelines will improve our program quality and safety standards compliance and increase the enjoyment and satisfaction of the instruction team.  The issues of LBRA liability are a serious matter.  An alert, qualified and enthusiastic teaching team with benefit our programs and the public that we serve.  Thank you for your valued and continued support.
