Lesson I:         Introduction to the NRA Range Safety Officers course

COURSE OBJECTIVE: 

NRA BASIC RANGE SAFETY OFFICER COURSE: This nine (9) hour multi-media course of instruction is designed for range owners, operators, managers, civilians, police/security personnel, and Boy Scout leaders desiring to oversee and conduct safe range operations without necessarily holding the certification as an NRA Certified Instructor or Coach. Successful completion of the course will result in NRA Range Safety Officer certification. The minimum age for certification is 21 years.

The LBRA NRA Training Team will employ the training philosophy of Total Participant Involvement (TPI).  TPI challenges each participant to play an active role in the course presentation process. 

PURPOSE:
Many shooting organizations, clubs, and ranges have determined that their facilities need to be operated by NRA Certified Instructors or Coaches due to the lack of training specifically for range safety personnel.

In response, the National Rifle Association developed the Basic Range Safety Officer Course to satisfy the need to have trained persons oversee and conduct safe range operations without necessarily being NRA Certified Instructors or Coaches. Successful completion of the course will result in NRA Range Safety Officer certification.

This course of instruction is designed for persons who have been assigned by a range owner, operator, or manager to oversee range safety. Course content includes: ensuring the range is safe to use; conducting range safety briefings for shooters; handling ammunition and firearm malfunctions safely; supervising safety aspects of shooting activities; and handling emergency procedures as established by the range management.

Become a Maryland Hunter Education Instructor 

Over 600 certified instructors have been specially screened and trained to teach Hunter Education in Maryland. The instructors teach the Hunter Education Course in teams at times and locations convenient to them. Instructors must complete an application and instructor test. Upon satisfactory completion of a background investigation, the applicant will be accepted as a Provisional Instructor and may assist in teaching with a certified instructor. Provisional Instructors have one year to complete instructor training and two years to complete the Range Officer Certification Program to become a fully certified instructor.   http://www.dnr.state.md.us/nrp/education/instructor.html
